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Math Lab is designed to support student learning and achievement in math. Students enrolled in math lab will also be in a core math class. The focus of this class is to re-teach current math concepts, provide time for extra practice, and reinforce prerequisite skills and skill gaps in basic foundational math skills. Students will be progress monitored bi-weekly on their computational math skills to improve procedural fluency.
Materials

Students should come to class with the following supplies.

· Calculator

· Planner

· Math binder and book from their core math course

· White board marker (this can be stored in the classroom)

Grading in Math Lab
The work students do in math lab is formative practice designed to support skill development and success in core math class. For this reason, teachers will use S (Satisfactory) or U (Unsatisfactory) for end of marking period grades.  
Homework

Homework is not likely from math lab; however, students will still be required to keep up with the homework from their regular math class. Time may be given in class to clarify concepts or ask questions, but it should not be expected nor utilized to complete homework.
